How Can I Get Early Deep Green?

What’s the story about PG&E and Marin Clean Energy?
Do I have to give up 
one or the other?
NO! The really great news is that you 
get to have the best of both.

What we like about PG&E is what we keep: their 

maintenance and repair service, customer service, 

and billing. PG&E will deliver MCE power through 

their poles and wires. Marin ratepayers will continue 

to pay PG&E for these services and federal and 

state law ensures that PG&E will continue to pro-

vide them. 

What we care about as a community is what 

Marin Clean Energy brings us: more clean, re-

newable energy than PG&E provides; stable, pre-

dictable rates that are headed downward as more 

renewable energy sources come online; more of 

our ratepayer dollars recirculated at home. And a 

collaborative community effort to combat climate 

change and maintain our quality of life in Marin.

What we don’t like about PG&E is what we leave 

behind:  closed-door boardroom decision-making, 

rate increases to pay for past bankruptcies, political 

campaigns and lobbying paid for with our money, 

and excessive executive pay and bonuses. And 

PG&E has fallen far short of California’s renewable 

energy requirements .

What we love about MCE is that it’s local:  non-

profit, transparent, public decision-making 

about how to benefit our local economy, envi-

ronment, and people. MCE belongs to us, it’s 

our community going green together.

Marin Clean Energy starts service to “Phase 1” customers 
on May 7, about 10% of the customer base. The default 
plan for all these customers is “Light Green” which delivers 
at least 25% renewable power while matching or beat-
ing PG&E rates. If they want, these customers can step 
up to “Deep Green” 100% renewable for just a penny per 
kilowatt-hour premium. For typical residential customers, 
this premium adds about $3 - $7 per month to the bill.

This program will roll out to everyone else – the 90% who 
are “Phase 2” customers – in the first half of next year.

HOWEVER, for Phase 2 customers who are really passionate 
about reducing greenhouse gas emissions, and are willing 
to pay a little extra to get in early, MCE offers an “Early Deep 
Green” option. Anyone who would normally be a Phase 2 
customer can join MCE Deep Green right now for an “en-
rollment fee” of $10/month for residential and $15/mo for 
businesses. Other than this fee, terms are exactly the same 
as the Phase 1 Deep Green customers (a penny per kilowatt 
hour), and MCE service would start the first time your meter 
is read after May 7 or whenever you sign up. The enrollment 
fee disappears when Phase 2 service rolls out next year.

Early Deep Green is available now. 
Significant signup numbers show support for MCE.
